Day 1 Singapore – Launceston (via Melbourne)

Depart at Singapore Changi Airport for your flight to Launceston.

Day 2 Launceston – Tamar Valley – Launceston

(Travel time: 2hrs)

Upon arrival, head straight to Tamar Valley, home to some berry farms, orchards and wineries. Places of interest such as Seahorse World,

Platypus House, lavender House and Grindelwald, a Swiss town shopping square. Visit Bridestowe Lavender Farm in Nabowla in 

Summer, walk through the lavender fields while it blooms.

Farm to learn about cheese making. Sample some honey at The Honey Farm. You may consider to spend some time at Trowunna

Wildlife Park. Or make a stop at Marakoopa Cave to observe the glow worm habitats. Brief stop at Sheffield, known as town of Murals,

Before heading towards to Cradle Mountain for overnight.

Day 4 Cradle Mountain

Admire the beauty of nature at Dove Lake. Some soft adventure activities such as horse riding, fishing or go on wilderness flights.

Tour. Alternatively visit Devils@Cradle, a Tasmanian devil sanctuary for night feeding tour.

Sit back and share the tale of a group of convicts’ escape from Sarah Island, a convict settlement.

Day 7 Starahan – Hobart

(Travel time: approx 4hrs)

Make a brief stop at Queenstown and visit Mt Lyell Copper Mine. Thereafter, drive on to the pleasant city of Hobart. On the way,

have a scenic stop at picturesque lake St Clair and trek to Russell Falls in Mt Field National Park, one of the Tasmania’s most 

photographed waterfalls. Spend the night in Hobart.
